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In this article some inscriptions, which were briefly referred to or mentioned in
earlier writings, are discussed with all details. These are arranged in chronological
order.

1. Jaggayyapeta Inscription:

This inscription in Sanskrit is found in Jaggayyapeta in Nandigama taluk of
Krishna District. The inscription is found below a sculpture of Buddha and a lotus.
H mentions that Jayaprabhacarya was the disciple of Bhadanta Nagarjuna and that
Candraprabhacarya was the disciple of Jayaprabhacarya. The record is supposed to
belong to the iksvaku dynasty about second century A. D.

Since Nagarjuna is associated with Susrutasamhita and alchemy and also with
Andhra Pradesh, location of this sculpture with the inscription found in this region
adds some significance to medicine in this part of the country.

2. The Visnukundi Charter from Tummalagudpm :

The charter from Tummalagudem in Ramannapet taluk of Nalgonda district
is in Sanskritverse and prose. It commences with siddham symbol followed by
svasti and a verse in adoration to Lord Buddha. Tben the Ruling king Maharaja
Govindavarman is introduced as the son of Maharaja Madhavavarman and grand-
son of Maharaja Indravarman of Vi~~ukuJ?gi kings, noted for protecting their
subjects.

The charter refers itself to the grant, on the full moon day of vaisakha in the
37th regnal year of the king. of two vi lIages, named Erlapadu and Perikaparru in
favour of a monastery. The gift was made by the king Govindavarman. who was
desirous of making a gift for the enjoyment of Buddhist sangha, for the merit of
his parents and of all living creatures. The monastery was built by Paramamahadevi.
the chief queen of the king.

It mentions tbat tbe grant was made for maintaining the continuity of the
roots of merit like d1pa. dhiipa etc., and also bhaisajya (medicines). This shows
that the grant was meant for providing medical facilities to the inmates of tbe

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monastery also. In these days. it was considered a meritorious deed also to provide
medicines to the inmates of the monastery.

3. Kollipara Inscription :

The inscription is in Sanskrit engraved on copper pia tes which are secured by
a ring bearing a circular seal with the emblems of boar. the moon and perhaps also
the sun; below is engraved the superscription Arikesari. The language is not entirely
faultless.

The record refers itself to the grant by king Arikesari, son of Vinayaditya
Yuddhamalla of the Chalukya family to Mugdhasivacarya, The king is said to have
belonged to the lunar family and his geneology is given. Arikesari, the donor of the
grant is mentioned as a learned and just monarch, proficient in grammar. law.
gajatantra (science of elephants) and medicine. The relevant passage runs thus:

Vyakaranath (dh) armavid dviradatantra daksassada nyaya nipuno dhanur-
viditasik~aya visrutaJ?, ayat! mupeyivan jagati vaidyasastra (e) dhikam".
Arikesari I is known to have ruled from 775_800 A. D. According to some scholars
the genuineness of the record is doubtful.

4. Daksarama Inscription III :

This inscription in Daksarama in East Godavari district is in Telugu and
records the gift of some cattle by Muddanarya for the maintenance of a perpetual
lamp to the Lord Bhimejvara. Muddanarya was employed to perform the abhyagga

. (anointing the head and body with oil and massaging) to Kulottunga Choda Gonka,
The record belonging to 1154 A. D .. shows the importance attached to abhyaJiga
prescribed in Ayurveda in daily regimen.

5. Akkalpudi Grant:

It is a copper plate inscription belonging to the period of Mummudinayaka,
who ruled from Korukonda near Rajamahendravaram on the banks of Godavari.

It records the grant of SiIigayanayaka on the srava~a solar eclipse in saka 1290.
corresponding to 13(;8 A. D. SiIigayanayaka donated the village Akkalapiidi to the
physician Parahitacarya of his court. who was equal to a minister in status. The
physician belonged to the family of Kalanathabhatta,

6. Ponnupalli Inscriptions:

• The Ponnupalli grant I of Pedakomati Vemareddy belongs to saka 1326.
corresponding to 14C4 A. D. It records the gift of a village named Ponnupalli on
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the southern bank of river Krishna on the solar eclipse in the pau~a month of
tarana year, in the presence of Lord SomeSvara in velanati region near Kondavjdu.
The donee was Bhaskar arya. who was called the Dhanvantari of the world and was
a prince of scholar.physicians, He was born in a family called Parahita, a title
which was acquired by a predecessor on account of his saving the life of a snake.
in whose throat a bone of a frog was stuck up and was causing intense suffering and
risk to life. He belonged to apastamba siitra and kiisyapa gotra. He was the son of
Parahita and was a pious man.

The Ponnupalli grant II is dated saka 1330 corresponding to 1408 A. D. This
copper plate inscription records the gift of a village, also called Ponnupalli, situated
on the bank of Krishna in the Velanandu and Divi region of Triligga, The gift was
made on the day of solar eclipse in the asvayuk month of sarvadhari year by Peda ,
komati Vema, the king of kings. The village which was the abode of all material
wealth was given ritually with all the eight aisvaryas and eight bhogas.

The donee Sitiganarya was a great physician and erudite scholar. He was the
grandson of Pedavilla, embodiment of meritorious qualities and also of Bhattabhas;
kara, who was well versed in all the vedas and their branches and was an expounder
of vedas and their meaning. The father of the donee was Vi11ayarya, proficient in
eighteen branches of learning and in the vedas and vedatigas. Sitiganarya was of
kasyapa gotra and was a quiet man and a devotee of Siva and a scholar in yajur.,
veda. He was deeply learned in the science of Ayurveda with all its eight branches
and also in the mahabhasya of Pataiijali and mimamea and tarka-sastra.

7. Kaluvacheru Inscription:

The record is inscribed on four copper plates. The size of the plates is
1l~"x5!". The connecting ring bears the seal of the King and figures of nandi, the
sun and the moon. The language of the record is Sanskrit, in a fluent style. The
record contains 76 verses.

The beginning is devoted to. obeisance to several Gods, description of the
origin of the four castes, Bharata country, Trilitiga region and names of its various
rulers.

Vema was one who belonged to the Panta family. He had three sons. Anitalli,
the donor of the present record is the grand daughter (daughter's daughter) of jhe
eldest son.
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The record refers to the gift of the village Kaluvacheru, after renaming it as
Annavaram, to the physician called Parahitacarya in the presence of srisailildhipa
Rarnesvara. The gift was made in saka 1345 (1423 A. D.). The details of the physi-
cian are narrated as below:

There was a great physician called Parahita (one who does good to others.)
He helped all creatures in the world, was pure like the river Ganga, and was a
performer of good deeds of merit and was noble. The great physician Mallinatha
was the father of Parahita. Grandfather of the donee, Parahita, was also called
Parahita, who was proficient in the treatment of snakes. (He once) saw, near an
anthill, a snake, which was stuck up deep between the two jaws. The kind physi,
cian, without any fear approached the snake and treated it. The snake, having lost
its pain in a short time, gave abhaya to the physician. Thus having done a good
deed, beneficial to other creatures, his name Parahita became well deserved. Parahi,
t acarya was a scholar in all the agamas and performed the treatment of snakes and
hence the word Parahita became a title for him.

To Parahita was born sri Ramanatha who Was also a great physician and had
the best name. Ramanatha had three sons, who were bright like the three sacred fires
and equal like the three vedas. They were Parahita, Devaniirya and Kalanatha,
The last i. e. Kalanatha had four sons by name, Ramaya, Parahita, Devanarya and
Varada. Out of them Parahita was a Kamadhenu (a heavenly cow yielding all
desires) for the good people, abode of good qualities, the sun for the lotus lake of
Atrigotra and was also benevolent. The son of Kalanatha i. e. Parahita, was a
devotee of Siva and was a staunch performer of the Vedic rites, ready always for
the help of the distressed, and had good intellect. He was learned in Ayurveda
and Yajurveda, had a spotless name, was charitable, well versed in arts and was an
abode of wealth and firmness. Parahita was unparalleled in the treatment mentioned
in Samhitas and Rasasastra and in works by demons and siddhas and in all Samhi,
tas composed by human beings. gods. etc., which are applicable to the human
beings. The two sons of Kalanatha were liked by the people, were reputed for life
saving power in their hands, were experts in the attainment of the good results of
medicine and were resuscita tors of good people. worshippers of siva and were great
figures in the Atreya school. The younger brother of Parahita viz., Devana, was an
embodiment of good qualities, with spreading fame. and an insight of tbe self and
an abode of the meanings of the holy scripture, veda. He was also impressive and
pure. Another brother. Devanarya, was a Saiva. had peaceful mind, dexterous in
arts, was the foremost in the Yajurveda, and performed the treatment of mental

and bodily diseases. He was liberal in charities to good people and was wise,
pure. brave. and good. He was good-hearted, blessed and learned and was loved by
the distressed. Varadarya, son of Kiilanatha, had a mind full of knowledge, was res,
pected highly for the modesty, was fortunate in having good brother, and was the
well-wisher of good people and was a devotee of the feet of Lord siva.

The revered Anatalyambika along with her husband. was impressed with the
professional eminence of Parahita (son of Kalanatha] and honoured him in the
village, in the presence of good people, The physician Parahita is praised as a
good person, devoid of likes and dislikes and sorrow and as having knowledge as
his wealth and meritorious and as physician following the vedic path.

Anatalyambika gifted in tbe presence of srilsailadhipa Ramesvara, on the
Visnu day in the black fortnight of Srjivana month in the auspicious sobhak~t year
of 1245, saka era, the village Kaluvacberu to Parahit acarya. She gifted the village
after renaming it after her, as Annavaram with the eight bhiitis.

After this the boundaries of the village are mentioned.

8, Kondavidu Inscription:

This inscription is found in the deserted temple in the fort of Kondavidu in
Guntur district. Some words are lost at some places. It is dated 1546 A. D., on the
jyestha month of prabhava year, during the reign of Sadaaivadevaraya of Vijaya;
nagara. It records the gift of land to several panditas, Some names-Ramarajayya
etc. occur, but it is net clear who was the donor. The record mentions the gift of
some land in the villages like Betapiindi, Kesaripati and Pedaraviiru etc. The names
of the donees include Parahitapanditulu Somapanditulu, Laksmjpatipanditulu,
Asvavaidya Laksmanapanditulu, Timmapanditulu, etc. The first name Parahita ,
panditulu may be an epithet or name of physician. The suffix, pandita was also used
mostly to scholar-physicians during this period. Laksmanapa ndita is mentioned as
an asvavaidya, an expert in treating tbe diseases of horses. Land measuring
12! khaudrikas was donated to him in Pedar aviiru and 13 kbandrikas in Degat,
abetapiindi was donated to Parahitapanditulu.

The later portion of the record appears to mention the donation of some land
in some villages by Parahitapanditulu for the Gopikavallabha of Kondav idu.

Though the purport of the record is not clear, it mentions one physician
Parahitapandita and another asvavaidya Laksmanapandita. The land donated to
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both the physicians appears to be considerably vast and suggests that they held high
position in the society.

* * *
The five inscriptions described above under items 5 to 8 pertain to the physi-

cians, belonging to the families of Parahita. The Kondavidu inscription mentions
Parahitapandita but other details about him are lost.

The difference between the earliest and the latest of the first four excluding
the Kondavl du inscription is only 55 years. Apart from this tbe four grants origi,
nated from the ruling families of the region between Kondavjd u and Rajamahen;
dravaram. These things suggest that all the records may be pertaining to tbe mem-
bers of the same or closely related families. But the donees of two records i.e, Akka-
lapiidi and Kaluvacberu are of atreya gotra. whereas the donees cf the otber two
i.e. Ponnupalli I and II, belong to kasyapa gotra. The gotra of the Parahitapandita
of the Kondavj du record is not known. The difference in the gotra makes the
families definitely different. Another important point is that the identical story of
relieving the suffering of the snake is attributed to the ancestor of both the
families. *

The donee Parahitacarya of Akkalapiidi grant belonged to the family of
Kalanatha*.. The geneology of the donee of Kaluvacberu grant mentions one
Kalanatha and four Parahitas. The families of these two records may be the same.

The Parahita families produced many physicians of great repute in treatment
and a school of parahita appears to have flourished during this period in Andhra
region. However, only one book has come down to us, that too only partly. It is
Parahitasamhita by Srlnathapandita. Unfortunately no details about the autbor at
his date are available. The name of tbe treatise suggests that he might have belen-

• One possibility may be that a member of a family might have been adopted by another family. and
he might bave studied medicine under his own father or a member of his original family and the
story might have been narrated to get a good name to him as well a. to give credit to his ancestor.

*. The I<aluvaeberu inscription was collected from Kalanathabha~la Subrabmanyam. resident of
Aryavata village in Kakinada taluk of Godavari district. The family name Kalanathabhatla might
have been so called after one of the predecessors. named Kalanathabhatt.a. This may be the name of
a family deity of a Very famous predecessor and might have been conti~ued to be used for naming
the members for some generations and later it might have become a family name itself. One Kala-
llitha is found in the geneology mentioned in this record. The family was still practising medt-
cine at the time of the collection of the records.

SUMMARY

5. Akkalapiidi grant : It records the gift of a village to physician Parihitacarya.
The donee was in the court 0; Siilgayanayaka. who was equal to minister in
status. The record is dated 1868 A. D.

6. Ponnupalli inscriptions: The first inscription records a gift by Pedakomati
Vema in 1404 A.D. to Bhaskararya, a descendent of Parahita, who treated a
snake. The Ponnupalli II record mentions a gift in 1408 A.D. to Siilganarya.
learned in Ayurveda and other branches of medicine.

7. Kaluvacheru inscriptions: This records the gift. in 1423. of a village to
Parhitacarya, who was a great physician. His predecessor Parahita treated a
snake.

8. Kondavldu inscription: This is partly lost and it mentions the gift of land to
some Pand itas (scholars or physicians). Among them are Parahitapandita
Asvavaidya Laksamana Pandita. The record is dated 1546 A.D.
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
