NATIONAL CAMPAIGNS 
The Central Council for Research in Ayurveda & Siddha, New Delhi has launched 5 Composite National Campaigns in specific areas as per the directives of the Department of AYUSH, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of India to create greater awareness among the policy makers, health providers and common people about the strength of AYUSH in specific fields.

The Composite National Campaigns have been launched in six identified States viz. Orissa, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Assam, Rajasthan and Punjab in the first phase (Year 2009-10) at State and District levels on following subjects:

1. National Campaign on Ksharasutra for Ano-rectal disorders. 
2.  National Campaign on Geriatric care through Ayurveda and Siddha 
3.  National Campaign on Anaemia Control through Ayurveda and Siddha 
4. National Campaign on Management of Chronic diseases through Ayurveda. 
5. National Campaign on Mother & child health care through Ayurveda. 
· OBJECTIVES OF NATIONAL CAMPAIGNS
· To provide specialized identified AYUSH treatments, Ayurvedic consultation for prevention and treatment in mentioned areas for promoting healthy living in general public

· To promote AYUSH institutions and state Ayurvedic colleges for follow up of the patients.

· Sensitizing practitioners, medicos, executives, media persons, policy makers and doctors of allopathic & AYUSH system. 

· It also aims at providing a platform for knowledge exchange and awareness on effectiveness of these systems among the practitioners and other people related to the scope of AYUSH system of medicine.

NATIONAL CAMPAIGNS (2010-11)
· In pursuance of instructions issued by the Department of AYUSH, the action plan of National Campaigns for the year 2010 – 11 has been drafted, in the benefit of common public on the same subjects i.e. Ksharasutra for Ano-rectal disorders, Geriatric care through Ayurveda and Siddha, Anaemia control through Ayurveda and Siddha, Management of Chronic diseases through Ayurveda & Mother & Child health care through Ayurveda.
· The campaigns are proposed to be launched in 8 selected states through CCRAS Institutes viz.  
(1) Tripura
(2) Uttaranchal
(3) Himachal Pradesh 
(4) Chhattisgarh

(5) Jammu & Kashmir
(6) Andhra Pradesh
(7) Maharashtra
(8) Gujarat
· Each state will launch campaign in five regions in state as decided by State Health / AYUSH authorities in coordination with CCRAS Institutes.
· There are three components of the campaigns :
· One day lectures with 3 days camp at 5 places per state.

· Anaemia control programme targeting 10,000 patients per state.

· Establishment of One / Two Geriatric clinic/s. 
· Drugs supply for Anemia Control Programme: Anaemia control programme is a part of National Campaigns. Drugs Punarnavadi Mandura and Dhatrilauha will be distributed free of cost for Anaemia Patients under Anaemia Control Programme of National Campaigns.
The drugs will be distributed through the peripheral nodal Institutes of CCRAS to the identified health centers in each selected states. Target may be covering 10,000 Anaemia patients per State.

· The State workshop on National Campaign on Geriatric Care and Anaemia Control has been launched at Agartala, Tripura on 26th June, 2010.
